
Whereas, The Horry County Fire Fund is not keeping up with demand for services. If there is no increase in funding, fire stations will be forced to “brown out”, staff reductions will be required, and many residents’ ISO ratings and insurance rates may be affected; and 

Whereas, The Carolina Forest community would rather see a minor tax increase over explosive insurance rates; and 

Whereas, A  3.5 mill increase in funding is needed to keep current coverage and replace equipment beyond its useful life; and 

Whereas, A  6.0 mill increase is needed to fund operations to levels suggested by fire authorities; and 
Whereas, The Carolina Forest community continues to be threatened by the possibility of wild fire. This community has recently experienced a fire where the valiant efforts of Horry County Fire and Rescue managed to save more property than was lost; and, managed to do this with minimal loss of life; and 

Whereas, in light of his ultimate sacrifice, the Carolina Forest community wishes to acknowledge the departed Deputy Sheriff Timothy Causey, and thank his family for their sacrifice and offer them our deepest condolences; and 
Whereas, The Carolina Forest Community wishes to fund operations at the level necessary to increase the ability of Horry County Fire and Rescue to respond to emergencies. 

Therefore be it resolved that the Carolina Forest Civic Association is in favor of, first, cutting all non-essential programs in favor of funding the Fire Fund to acceptable levels, or in the alternative, increasing the taxes necessary to increase the Fire Fund by  6 mills annually.
